Revenue Service or 149(1)(f) by the Canadian Customs and Revenue Agency.

I f  you are seeking a 

grant but do not have public charity status, pl ease raise this  early in 

discussions with a Program Officer . 

Applicant organizations must be incorporated in the U.S, Canada, or Mexico 

and have programs currently operating in our funding region .  

The foundation general ly wi l l  not consider :
